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The SLDôs Model Railroading 101 

Program ï Strikes Again!

Last fall we introduced the MR101 concept outlining the 

programôs objectives and proposed approach. We have 

just successfully completed the second Information 

Session and are running with a full head of steam into the 

next phase of the program. Further details regarding the 

MR101 program can be found in the September and 

December 2010 issues of the Flimsy. 

 

The November MR101 Information Session focused on entering into the hobby and discussing the key aspects 

of model railroading that one should be aware of ï what to buy and what to watch out for. The original plan for 

the February session was to take this story up a notch and address what lies ñbeyond the train setò and 

transitioning into the real beauty of the hobby.  Based on the feedback we received from the November 

participants, it appeared the folks wanted us to skip a few rungs in the ladder and focus more on the ñhands onò 

component. E.g. they were asking for help with the foundational layout building techniques and materials. Not a 

problem, we can do that! 

 

As with the previous session, we printed up flyers that were distributed at the local hobby shops, made phone 

calls to the November participants and sent out emails to strum up interest in the February session. In the end, 

the majority of the November participants returned along with a few more that heard about the event through 

advertising and word of mouth. 

 

This time around we decided the core of the 

Information Session will be based on the  

participants building their own square foot diorama, 

as that will allow us to demonstrate: 

- Installing cork and track, 

- Making cost effective trees, 

- Understanding and making basic land forms, 

- Application of celluclay and ground foam, 

- Applying ballast and installation, 

- Vegetation and tree installation and 

placement. 

 

Above all, the key objective is to build up their 

confidence and materials familiarity and approach so 

they can proceed on their own. 

 

The format was a Leader Lead exercise, where Chris Lyon directed the volunteers (1 per table) and the 

participants (2 per table) in the construction process. The key to success was to have a SLD member engaged on 

a per table basis to facilitate material distribution, address questions, provided guidance and offer moral support. 

The participants worked steadily over the 2.5 hours to complete their dioramas. We had 18 dioramas built by 

individuals and family members, each uniquely different and all very well done ï youôd never know these folks

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have never done this type of thing before! 

 

The Diorama Build was then followed by a brief 

coffee break as we re-arranged the furniture for the 

four Round Robin clinics that followed, these 

covered: 

- Usage of the NMRA and other track gauges 

by Ron Newby (SLD Super) 

- Pointers on effective layout planning by 

Andreas Mank (designer of the 2010 Raffle 

Layout) 

- How to ensure top performance out of your 

rolling stock by Peter Nesbitt (NFR AP 

Chairman), and 

- Common tools used in the hobby by Fred 

Adams. 

 

The clinics were set up in opposite corners of the hall so they could run 

simultaneously without interfering with each other. There were four 

rotations of 15 minutes each (weôll lengthen these to 20 mins for next 

time), allowing participation in every clinic, with a smaller audience and 

better opportunity for questions, etc. 

 

We wrapped up the morning activities around 1:00 PM, took a short 

lunch break then were off to the layout tours in the afternoon to see three 

great local layouts (Grant Knowles, Mike Hamer and Chris Lyon) and 

see firsthand how they can apply what was learned in the morning. 

 

Shortly after the event, we followed up with a communiqué speaking to 

further educational opportunities by attending the regular SLD meets and 

workshops along with upcoming RR events in the Ottawa area (flea 

markets, conventions, trains shows and meets). 

 

The feedback from the event has been exceptional and included such 

heart warming 

comments as ñIt was 

truly a life altering experience for me.  My imagination is 

fired up like never before.ò The participants are now on our 

mailing list and we will make every effort to keep them 

informed and hope to see their smiling faces and table their 

questions at our meets moving forward. 

 

Whatôs next you ask? These first two information sessions 

were the first steps in an on-going program. They were our 

best guess at what the public was looking for and based on 

the response, I suggest we were pretty close to the target. 

Based on the feedback weôll make refinements to the future 

activities the first of which is building the next Childrenôs 

Hospital (CHEO) Raffle Layout with the involvement of the

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Saga of the MC&H Central ï Week Two 
Story by William Annand

(This article follows on from the diary presented in the December 2010 Flimsy. Editor) 

 

Day Eight: Monday March 15
th
 

 

Today, Paul is concentrating on the Wainwright Gorge and Korchefsky Ridge area of the layout. He secures 

Will's Engine House, a quality kit from RSLaser Kits. He worked on finishing the abutments for the Arch 

Bridge, Paul trimmed and fitted the abutment as well as the retaining wall to keep the ballast from running into 

the valley. Moving onto the ridge, more material is applied as Paul gets things exactly as he wants them. More 

foam is glued in place to accept plaster. Another corner of rocks is taking shape and plywood is glued in place to 

fill the larger gaps. The entire layout is glued together and clamped until dry. The filling and gluing seems to 

never cease. The foam and plywood are all covered with Plaster of Paris. It is applied thickly in areas where 

rock faces will be carved. Once finished with Wainwright Gorge, Paul moves on to the Aegerter Village corner 

and the road to the cabins has been cleared.

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Day Nine: Tuesday March 16
th
 

 

Paul seems to concentrate on Seymour Pass today, alternately working on both ends of the pass at once. The 

tunnel portals used are Canadian made from Juneco Scale Models. Each tunnel portal is glued to one or two 

pieces of 5cm thick blue foam which is cut to the shape of the portal. A thin coat of plaster is applied and then 

painted black, this provides the tunnel liner.

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Day Ten: Wednesday March 17
th
 

 

Details Details Details. All I can say is it has to be seen to be believed. Retaining walls, weathered track and 

ballast make the scene look realistic. The Grass-o-Mat was brought out today to highlight the long grass. Jos 

Geurts Trees really add to the effect. Watching Paul work is amazing. He starts with white plaster area, squirts 

white glue full strength from the bottle, then dips a paint brush in water and spreads the glue. A sprinkling of 

ground colour turf making sure to get 100% coverage. He lets it sit a couple of minutes, then vacuums off any 

loose particles. Another layer is added using the same technique, this time he sprinkles a green turf and makes 

sure it is not 100% coverage. After vacuuming, a third layer is applied with a different shade of green, a final 

third layer of a third shade of green is applied, each successive layer is applied so that it accents the layer below. 

To change the shades of the green turf, Paul puts some turf in s small container, adds some dry yellow pigment 

to the turf (weathering powders would work). In the evening Will and Paul go off to Willôs railroad club, the 

Muskoka Model Railway Club. Here Paul sees the 12m x 3.5m HO DCC layout the club runs, as well as the 

portable 3m x 5m N scale layout they take to train shows.

Here he adds the 

retaining wall that will hold the 

ballast.

Paul uses his ñGrass-O-Matò for 

that long grass standing effect. 

Testing the track on the upper level, 

our 4-4-0 passenger train rounds 

Korchefsky Ridge. 

Ballasting is always done with care, 

after spreading and wetting the 

ballast, the 50-50 glue/water mix is 

added to hold it firm.
